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| do not grow my orchids hydroponically, however, | know a
number of folks who do so very successfully and | have always
wanted to know more about this option. Earlier this year,
Sherry Raddack, an HOS member whose busy schedule does
not permit her to attend many of our monthly meetings,
emailed me to say that she thought Ray Barkalow might be a
great speaker for us and that she could personally attest to
her success with his hydroponic orchid growing. Ray will be
our March speaker and | think you will find his method of
orchid growing provocative.

Ray says that he has been surrounded by houseplants his
entire life and he suspects that he was "destined" to grow
orchids, as he has had some pretty close contact with well-
know orchid establishments without even knowing it:

e As ayoung child, I lived a couple blocks from Walter
Off and Waldor Orchids in Linwood NJ. | knew about
the greenhouses, but didn't give it another thought.

e My father was transferred to England in the 60's, and
| lived quite close to a preeminent paph grower,
Ratcliffe Orchids. Again, no interest.

e Later we moved to northwest Washington DC, and
the Maryland suburb of Kensington was a high school
stomping ground. Need | say more?

e | had a friend at college named Roger Huntington,
yep, Merritt's son.

My orchid growing began when | was a Ceramic Engineering
student at Georgia Tech. After about a year of volunteering
my time at the public greenhouses in Piedmont Park -- now
the Atlanta Botanical Gardens -- the orchid grower there gave
me a big, "floofy"” purple cattleya.

It took me about two years to kill it via the typical root rot-
desiccation cycle torture, and at the time, | simply "did not
kill plants,” so | was determined to learn more and got
addicted like everyone else. Needless to say, in the 30+ years
since, I've learned that | am a very effective plant killer. (Isn't
it true that you're not an orchid-growing "pro” until you killed
your weight in plants?)

During my professional career, | have had many opportunities
to travel internationally, and put together an extensive
collection of orchids from around the world. That travel
schedule (averaging 13 flights a week for three years at one
point) led to a great deal of experimentation surrounding
keeping plants healthy and happy during my absences, and
that's what led to the development of Semi-Hydroponics.

courtesy of a greenhouse heater and alarm failure on a
7°F night in January of 1994. That 20-year collection of
plants from around the world was a total loss. After a
few months, a new heater and alarm were purchased and
written off as business expenses, even though | had no
idea how I'd make a business out of orchids.

Shortly thereafter, | divided the first couple of
replacement plants | had purchased, created a text-only
web page listing them, and offered the extra divisions to
the internet orchid community via a post to the
rec.gardens.orchids newsgroup. Within three hours | had
two orders, and | knew how I'd make it a business.

The best part about the exposure that First Rays Orchids
has given me is the ability to communicate with folks
from around the world on the fascinating subject of
orchids. Sharing the obsession is second only to growing
the plants.

Both in the
yard, and in the greenhouse, plants have recognized the
changes in daylight and are responding. It’s the best time
of the year to repot, divide, and clean up. Having said
that, it’s worth mentioning that sanitary techniques used
in this process may help prevent the spread of pests and
viruses that may be present in some plants. There are
various techniques, but the ones | use include laying
several sheets of newspaper on the work-bench and
discarding the top one with each plant worked. | also
change rubber gloves (the disposable type) with each
plant. | buy boxes of 100 single edge razors and use them
for all but the hardest cutting, such as cattleya
rhizomes. For that | use one of several hand cutters that
| leave soaking in a 20% bleach solution. (I’ve heard that
they must soak for 10 mins to kill any viruses.) Talk with
others and you’ll find that everyone has their own
techniques.

A callosum x lawrenceanum
cross, this plant grows well here
in low light and warm
temperatures. If using natural
materials, repot each year.

Species Winner: B. glauca, owned by Denny and Renee
Haas.

Brassavola glauca is now called
Rhyncholaelia glauca. It is a
species from Mexico and other
parts of Central America. It likes
bright light and lots of water but
like cattleyas, we dry it out
between waterings. We grew this
division for 5 years to get it to
this size. They can be potted,
mounted or grown in baskets.
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Why a WOC? Why me? Why would an average orchid grower
with relatively few plants want to attend a World Orchid
Conference? Would he or she feel out of place with all
those experts? The answer is a resounding, “NO!”

The single factor that distinguishes a World Conference
from the other large global orchid conferences is that this
conference was established with the “average grower” in
mind. Yes, there are advanced (some very advanced)
programs for the scientists and commercial growers, but
the emphasis is upon a show and a program that is geared
to the interests and needs of all of us.

You may not know that the WOC concept was born right
here in Houston. During an AOS Trustees meeting, guests
were taken on a cruise down the ship channel. (It was a lot
cleaner back in the 1950’s!) Gordon Dillon, then Executive
Director of the AOS, thought it might be useful and fun to
gather all the major orchid voices together to exchange
information and plants. The first conference was held in St.
Louis in October 1954; the second in Honolulu in 1957; the
third in London in 1960; the most recent was in Dijon,
France in 2005.

The idea was successful from the beginning and the AOS
and Royal Horticultural Society (RHS), London, decided to
jointly sponsor subsequent shows every three years. After
working through the AOS WOC committee for many years,
in 1988 the WOC Trust was formed by its sponsors with five
Trustees; two named by the AOS, two named by the RHS,
with the fifth Trustee being the barrister (attorney) in
Bermuda, where the Trust is incorporated. Since it is the
desire to move the conferences around the globe, the Trust
accepts bids from prospective hosts for the conference six
years hence.

What can you expect to see? First, a magnificent orchid
show judged by men and women from numerous judging
organizations. Those of you who may have attended one of
the annual Miami shows know how experienced these South
Florida folks are in staging a “not to be missed”
extravaganza of orchids. Just as important, a lecture
schedule featuring the leading worldwide growers and
breeders will cover every possible interest. The lectures
will be supplemented by a poster show.

But that’s not all! There will be vendors from many, many
countries selling plants you’ve probably never seen before
and several special social events that promise
unforgettable memories. What better place to celebrate all
the new friendships you will form?

With the next (19th) WOC slated for January 2008 in Miami,
we have a superb opportunity to attend one of these

unique shows virtually in our own backyard. Read all about
it by going to http://www.19woc.com and clicking on every
feature. | urge you to plan to attend right now. Miami
boasts accommodations in all price ranges, but reservations
should be made without delay.

Once you’ve experienced a World Orchid Conference, I’'m
sure you’ll start thinking about saving your pennies for the
20th WOC that is scheduled for September 2011 in exotic
Singapore. Hope to see YOU there!

HOS Culture Q&A Panel: Ted Baenziger, Jay Balchan, Dolores Fields, Joe Fields,

Marvin Gerber, Renee Gerber, Doug Harris, Rick Hepler, Julius Klehm, Nina Rach,

and Greg Scott.
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Q: have heard that you should stake up a flower spike
while it is growing. Doesn't staking it restrict it's
ability to grow though? It seems that the pressure
from the clip or tie or whatever you use to secure the
spike to the stake would impede its growth. At what
length of growth should you begin to stake it? | have
some phals about to bloom, but they have sent out
their spikes sideways (at about 45 degree angles),
extending way beyond the rims of the pots. At this
point the spikes would break if | tried to angle them
upright. Why do they grow out instead of up? Is it all
about the direction of the light? | try not to adjust the
pots too much because | know that it makes the leaves
grow lopsided to turn them. Is the only solution to
just use overhead lighting? That doesn't work for me
because | grow my orchids with natural light through
the windows or outside in the shade. They are

always trying to turn towards the light.

A: Don't tie the spike too tightly. All you need is for it to
be supported. You are right in that the spikes grow
towards the light. For phals, because the spikes are so
long, the best way to get the spike growing the way you
want is to grow the first 6 inches or so of the spike facing
the light, then turn the plant 180 degrees for the rest of
the spike's growth. This way, the spike will come up and
over the plant. - Jay Balchan

A: To stake or not to stake, that is the question. Staking
is done to support the inflorescence from breaking, to
keep the blooms in a pleasing growth pattern and to
protect the plant when traveling to a show or a club
meeting.This is completely optional and may be done on
a plant that is known not to display in a pleasing manner
or puts on too many blooms for the stem to support
properly. (We should all have that problem). The stake
should be applied in such a manner to encourage natural
spread of the blooms, does not harm the plant and is not
obvious to the viewer's eye.

It is okay to start at the bottom of the new infoursence. |
have found that the green, stretchable florist tape to be
a good tool. Wrap a bamboo or plastic stick with the tape
and place it beside the infoursence. Very gently take
another piece of tape and loosely wrap it around the
inflorescence but tight enough to hold in place. Caution:
You must look at this plant often to make sure all is well,
that there is no restriction of the inflouresence and
adjust to a higher position as needed. Always use new
stakes, do not recycle.

Beware of the plastic dragonfly clips. They really do look
nice but if not properly used they can restrict the
nutriments going to the blooms and in some cases cut
into the stem allowing fungus and insects to have a

party.

Play close attention to the growth habit. In my mind
nothing is sadder than a phaleanopsis staked in a vertical
position that does not allow the natural curve of this of this
graceful beautiful orchid. Dolores Fields

A: There are a number of reasons for staking an
inflorescence. 1) travel: keep it from moving about and
breaking, especially when going to a show; 2) too many
flowers: keep the stem from bending, giving it a helping
hand, especially for some of the bigger hybrids with weak
stems; 3) wind or the threat of bad weather: but make sure
the whole plant doesn't "tump” over; and finally, 4) to
"train the stalk”.

In all cases, the stem of the inflorescence should be tied
with a loose loop around the growth, a couple of turns and
then a firm loop around the support. The looseness
guarantees that the stem is not constricted or damaged. Be
careful to continue staking as the stem grows upward to
avoid that nasty bending at the top. It is not necessary to
stake in a straight line. A curve may be more natural. Be
extra careful about jamming the stake into the medium so
as not to sever roots, also watch that the stake does not
fall out through the drainage holes; use the thinnest,
strongest material available. Cut the stake just below the
last bud. | dislike those plastic dragonflies and prefer green
or black twist ties that | get from bread or other things
wrapped in plastic. Or use rattan or another natural fiber.
Avoid color that would clash.

Now, should an inflorescence be left alone in some cases?
Yes, most particularly if you wish a natural cascade of
blooms and not the artificial "Home Depot” look. The
reason those flowers look so artificial is that the conditions
in such a place (everyone picking up the plant, slamming it
back down, throwing it into a cart with the air conditioning
filters... ) are atrocious. | like to think that our plants will
take a lot of abuse, but | feel sorry for those poor strangled
Phalaeonopsis in straight-jackets.

About the light. Certain blooms will naturally reach toward
the source of light (especially Phals and Paphs), and you
should not turn the plant or at least place it back in the
same configuration if you move it, so that the buds develop
correctly, in a pleasing arrangement.

Here's a tip for Paphs that | find useful: angle the pot
toward the light (stabilized, of course, and not too mush of
an angle) so that the bud(s) open facing upwards. When
you display the plant in bloom, the blossoms will not be
nodding downward, but will look alert, perky, less demure.
In nature the flower is protected from getting rain in the
pouch by its dorsal sepal. By forcing the plant to point
slightly upwards you risk nothing if it is not raining in the
display area.
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Remember to remove staking for display, if at all possible;
the inflorescence should look beautiful and not shackled.
There are times when staking is necessary (case 2
especially) but try to keep it discrete. It's an art, you see,
and you are helping others (and the plant) to be happy! -
Ted Baenziger

A: Plants do not grow like animals. We grow all over at a
determined rate. Plants grow from the upper tips upwards
and from the root tips downward. A second kind of growth
in plants is to grow thicker. An inflorescence grows very
little in thickness, only the plant.

Your flower tip is doing all of the growing and it grows
toward the light. After the tip is away there is some
elongation of the inflorescence but very little. The growth
is all in the tip. When a horizontal growing tip is about 6-8
inches long turn your pot 180 degrees. That's 1/2 way
around. Now the tip must turn and grow back over the pot
toward the Sun. When the tip is getting long place a long
support in the pot and attach the inflorescence just behind
the first flower. Your inflorescence with opening buds is
balanced over the pot and stable.

Don't be afraid to stake your inflorescence. You can use a
loop-Llike ring to hold the inflorescence in place. Mark your
pot with an S on the south side and do not move it during
flowering. If you must move use the S to position the pot
in the same orientation. Moving your plant during bud
development and bud opening will result in flowers tilted
side ways, right or left.

On other types of orchids, after repotting, (not phals and
vandas) place the growing tip toward the north, away from
the sun. Mark your pot at this time. The new growth will
have to grow back toward the plant when growing toward
the sun. You now have a nice pot plant with growth and
flowering over the pot. - Joe Fields

A: Spikes will always grow towards the light. If spikes are
growing horizontally instead of mostly vertically, that is
from where their "preferred” light is coming. Mostly
horizontal spikes can be gently elevated a little at a time.
You can even bend stakes so they can be used over the
edge of a pot and raise the spike a little every week. It is
important not to change the direction of an inflorescence
(spike) once buds start to form. - Marvin Gerber
